Seismic Public Meeting Notice

Dawson Geophysical Company will be conducting seismic activity around the northern part of Catahoula Lake in
sections 24, 25, 36 & 41 of 7N3E, sections 19, 20, 29, 30, 31 & 32 of 7N4E and section 1 of 6N3E. The purpose of
this project is to record a high resolution image of the subsurface geologic features which will allow the client to
evaluate the potential hydrocarbon reserves underlying the survey area.
